
Admission Policy for ADE Program 2010
 
In pursuance of the summary on “Teacher Education and development in Sindh” approved by the Chief Minister, Sindh in April 2009, under ongoing Sindh Education Reform Program (SERP), the Associate Degree in Education (ADE) Course will be introduced as the initial entry qualification for becoming an Elementary School Teacher (EST). The ADE Program will be piloted in two institutions of the province i.e. Government Elementary College of Education (W), Hussainabad, Karachi and Government Elementary College of Education (W), Tilak Incline, Hyderabad during 2010-2012.

Accordingly, an Admission Policy for selection of the cohort (pilot phase) for academic session commencing in 2010 at the two colleges, is notified as under:

(A) The criteria for admission:
I. Domicile:
Admission to the Associate Degree in Education (ADE) in open for all who are domiciled in Sindh Province
 
II. Merit
The admission will be based purely on merit. There are no reserved or special quota seats allocated

III. Allocation of Seats
Admission is offered to the female candidates only at the following institutions specified along with the number of seats per institution
· GECE (W) Hussainabad, Karachi 50 seats (A/Y 2010-11 of session 2010-12)
· GECE(W) Hyderabad 50 seats (A/Y 2010 of session 2010-12)
Note: (A) Seats will be further bifurcated in the ratio of 60% Rural and 40% Urban on the basis of merit
(B) A ration of 30% of total seats in each college will be adopted for Humanities/ Commerce/ general Groups and 70% for Science group

IV. Qualification:
Each applicant must have passes HSC or Equivalent with minimum 55% marks for consideration on the basis of merit, to be determined as per Sub Para VIII
 
V. Age Limit:
Candidates should be between the age 18 and 22 on closing date of application Form

VI. Application Form:
Application form and other information regarding schedule of ADE course can be obtained from the Principal of the concerned Teacher Education Institutions after submitting the fee as mentioned in advertisement 

VII. Document Prescribed:
Applicants who are offered admission shall to produced their original certificates at the time of confirmation of their admission 
· SSC-II or equivalent (pass & marks certificate)
· HSC-II or equivalent (pass & marks certificates)
· Passport size color photographs attested at back side (4 copies)
· CNIC of candidates or B-Form
· CNIC or Father/ Mother/ Guardian
· Residence Certificate from Union Council 
· PRC Form C
Note: 
i. Attested copies of the above documents are required to be submitted within deadline, along with application form duly filled in for consideration of admission on merit.
ii. After admission to ADE Course on the basis of merit determined for all eligible candidates, the HSC/ Equivalent Certificate will be got verified concerned Board/ Examining Agency by the institution offering admission. Its cost will be borne by the candidates
iii. Admission of any candidates whose certificates/ degree are found not to be genuine, at any time, will be cancelled and may be proceeded against under the existing rules.

VIII. Admission Process:
Admission will be offered on merit basis (academic qualification, or recognized equivalent qualification) as prescribed by the registering institution/ authority in the following way:
· Merit will be determined on basis of marks / percentage obtained in HSC or equivalent recognized qualification in accordance with Urban/ Rural quota.
Note: In case of candidates having same marks obtained in the HSC/ equivalent recognized examination, merit will be determined on the basis of following priorities:
Priority I: CT/PTC/BBSYD/YDP Certificate holder 
Priority II: Marks obtained in SSC
Priority III: Age of the candidate

IX. Undertaking 
All applicants shall submit an Understanding  at the time of admission on the prescribed form that he/she will abide by the code of conduct of the institutions. The sample form of prescribed undertaking will be provided along with admission pack

2. Amendments/ changes, if any, to this approved admission policy, shall be separately notified as and when required 
3. In line with the Summary for Teacher Education Development (Reforms) approved by the Chief Minister Sindh, in April 2009, PITE (Provincial Institution of Teacher Education) read with Department’s Notification No.SO(G-III)E&L/ITE&CPD/ 1-980-10 Dated 24th February, 2010 and of even number 10th June, 2010 and 2nd July,2010 being responsible for the Initial Teacher Education (ITE), shall oversee implementation of ADE/ B.Ed program (ITE) in terms of Quality Assurance. PITE will also actively coordinate with accrediting universities for improving the quality of the piloting colleges 
4. Bureau of Curriculum (BoC) read with Department’s notifications referred at para (3) above, shall provide full support to the PITE for piloting/ implementation of ADE/ B.Ed program in the GECEs. 
5. An Apex Body/Advisory Board, Education and Literacy Department, Government of Sindh, under the new TED Policy Framework, shall be responsible for overall implementation of Teacher Education Development Reforms in Sindh.
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ASSOCIATE DEGREE IN EDUCATION (ADE) 2010-2012.

Introduction of the ADE Program

The Higher Education Commission (HEC) approved program “Associate Degree in Education” (ADE) leading to B.Ed. 4 year program has been launched with the approval of the Education & Literacy Department, Government of Sindh of two Colleges: Government Elementary College of Education (GECE) Women, Hussainabad, Karachi and Government Elementary College of Education (GECE) Women, Hyderabad simultaneously .

The purpose of the ADE program is to prepare prospective teachers who, after qualifying the ADE program, could demonstrate the high level competencies in their teaching. In other words, the teachers should have sound command on content knowledge, teaching skill and dispositions and work according to the set teacher standards. The ADE program is overall based on active learning approach where a student teacher will have complete freedom plan, advise, search, inquire and reflect.

The ADE program is of 02 years starting from September 2010 and will end on August 2012, It will be of 04 semesters program having 16-18 weeks of each semester. There are total 22 courses in whole 02 years ADE program. The details of the program are provided on the next pages.

The course is affiliated with the University of Karachi and University of Sindh, Jamshoro. The scheme of assessment is based on external and internal assessment frameworks. The internal assessment is based on assignment, test, presentations, etc. Each faculty members, according to the need of the course, will frame its own design of assessment.

This ADE program will lead to 04 year B.Ed. program of 02 years at the University.





Objectives of ADE Program
At the end of the ADE program, the student teachers will be able to demonstrate:
· Improved content knowledge along with skills of enrichment of the curriculum.
· Variety of Teaching learning, assessment, evaluation, research, communication skills.
· Dispositions that reflect the commitment and dedication and further thirst towards improvement of their career.

Major Features of ADE Program
ADE Program will have the following features:
1. Activity based teaching learning
2. Every day sessions based on group work, discussion, presentations and reflections 
3. Frequent use of library resources 
4. Support by the faculty through tutorials
5. Regular monitoring and evaluation 
6. Special focus on communication and computer skills improvement 
7. Assessment based on tests, assignments, presentations, fieldwork, etc.
8. Student support through scholarships
9. Use of Internet and latest books provision 
10. Co-curricular activities like day celebrations, social gatherings, educational trips, etc.

Scholarship Criteria for Selected Candidates for Admission to ADE Program commencing in 2010 (Session 2010-12)

In Order to encourage participation of meritorious candidates in the ADE program, all the eligible applicants selected for admission in the ADE program at the two notified colleges, will be offered scholarship/ stipend at Rs.40,000/- per annum subject to the following criteria for eligibility of scholarship/ stipend in each semester. 
i. A student must be enrolled in ADE Program at the two notified colleges for Academic Session commencing in 2010;
ii. A student must attain academic achievement of minimum B Grade in aggregate in each semester of ADE program;
iii. A student must have at least 80% attendance in each semester in ADE program.
Note: In case a student does not meet the above mentioned criteria, the student shall not be entitled to the recipe of stipend/ scholarship amount for the particular semester.

Fees Charges:
· College fees will be charged from all concerned candidates admitted in ADE program as per policy of Education and literacy Department, Government  of Sindh
· Enrolment & Examination fee will be charged as per policy of University concerned.
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
