Services of Consulting Firm/Not-for-Profit Organization to carry out Survey-based, Province-wide Third Party Validation of Stipend to Girl Students (Class VI-X)
The Education Department, Government of Sindh has received financing from the World Bank towards the cost of the Sindh Education Sector Project and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services. The Reform Support Unit, Education and Literacy Department, Govt. of Sindh, requires services of reputable consulting firms/Not-for-profit organizations to undertake a sample based survey (school + student) of Stipend Delivery to girl students. 
The sample size for validation – randomly selected - will be 10% of the public schools (with grades 6 to 10) where girls are enrolled. The school sample will be representative at the district and taluka levels and will cover the entire province. Within schools, validation will take place at the student level, with a selected number of the total number of eligible girls covered in each sampled school. 
The total time period for completion of the task and submission of TPV report would be 100 days from the date of contract agreement. The validation exercise for the stipends program will be conducted soon after the distribution of stipends (i.e. Feb. 2011) for the Academic Year  2010/2011.
For this activity, the Education Department, Govt. of Sindh, invites Expressions of Interest (EoIs) from eligible consulting firms which meet under mentioned criteria: 
1. Organization/firm registered under relevant law;

2. Overall demonstrable experience of 10 years (from the date of registration) in development sector showing reputation with a credible history of successfully completing cost effective projects. 

3. have requisite skills and demonstrable experience of similar work (TPV);

4. Experience of conducting school surveys of reasonable scale and under strict timeline.
